That said, the Lutheran Rosary was actually de-
veloped as a prayer tool for the season of Lent. Devel-
oped by John and Sara Longworth for a Christian Educa-
tion class for a seminary project, the beads are a useful
tool for teaching and praying. There is nothing particu-
larly blessed or holy about the beads, rather they are a
physical aid to praying. They are an opportunity to in-
clude the physical in a time of prayer.

The Longworths developed a curriculum whereby the
Small Catechism can be prayed. Pull out the Small Cate-
chism and do this as a family.
