Have you made any resolutions as 2010 rolls around?
I have a suggestion if you haven’t — or even if you
have. Why not consider adding becoming better ac-
quainted with the Bible to the list of things you’d like
to happen in the new year. Some of you know that
Resurrection is a “Book of Faith” congregation. This
means that we are intentionally inviting our members
to grow in their connection with the Scriptures. Some
of you have already found ways to do this, but if you
haven’t here are some possibilities.

A simple way to begin is with a daily email that brings
the scriptures to the inbox on your computer. Two
that I use are “God Pause” from Luther Seminary
(www.luthersem.edu/godpause) and the Moravian
Daily Texts (www.moravian.org/daily_texts/). You
could also use the Book of Faith daily readings that we
include in the bulletin each week. It’s a way to go
through the Bible by reading one chapter each day.

If you’d like to study the Bible with others, we have
these opportunities at Resurrection: Our Sunday
Morning Adult Class meets in the church library at
10:00 a.m. on Sundays. This year the majority of our
classes will be looking at either books of the Bible or
Bible characters using new material being developed
for the “Book of Faith” initiative in the ELCA. Pastor
Linda and also lead Bible Reading groups. One of
Pastor Linda’s groups meets at Grubers Cafe at noon
on Tuesdays. (Grubers is located just across the street
north of Crossroads) She also leads a group that meets
monthly on Thursday mornings at Arlington Place
here in St. Joseph 1lead a group that meets on two
Friday morning a month (usually the 1% and 3) at
6:30 a.m. here at the church.

“We have observed his star at its rising, and have
come to worship him.”
Matthew 2:2

January 6" is the Epiphany of Our Lord.

Epiphany means “manifestation”. On this day,
January 6™, the twelfth day of Christmas, Christ is
revealed to all nations as the Messiah. Christ is
revealed as Messiah to all the peoples of the world,
then and now. Jesus is the Christ!

As the Wise Men did on this day, we too, kneel
before and pay homage to the One who is the
Light of the World. For us, this is only the begin-
ning of the journey, not the end. Christ came into
our midst as a baby, in human form, born humbly
in a manger; but his coming is not the end, only
the beginning. We are to arise from our knees and
to follow the One who is the Light, we are to see
Him, to be a Light shining in the darkness for all
the world to see.

16. Reuse your water; cooking water, water from the fish tank, your pet’s stale drinking water, water
from the dehumidifier, can all be used to water plants.

17. Don’t defrost frozen foods with running water. Place frozen items in the refrigerator the night
before, or defrost in the microwave or in a bowl of cold water.

18. Use the garbage disposal less and the garbage more (even better-compost!).

19. Look for water-saving washing appliances when a purchase is required. Front-loading washing
machines save water compared to top-loading, and many dishwashers have water- and energy
-saving cycle options.

20. If you have a pool, use a pool cover to cut down on evaporation. It will also keep your pool
cleaner and reduce the need to add chemicals.
