Pastor Dwaineõs Column 

Our theme for our Wednesday Worship during Lent is 

the Lord’s Prayer.  Each week we are considering a 

part of this prayer that Jesus taught us.  Members of 

our congregation or one of the pastors will share a 

meditation, and the puppets will also make an appear-

ance. 

 

I suspect that for many of us, the Lord’s Prayer is one 

of the first things we learned as children in Sunday 

School.  In fact, one of the things I love about Sunday 

or Wednesday worship is hearing the voices of our 

young children speaking the words of this prayer.  

Many of them pray with a spirit of confidence that it 

would be well for all of us to emulate. 

 

But my most important experiences with the Lord’s 

Prayer have happened in nursing home rooms.  Over 

the years, I have visited people who age or illnesses 

have made conversation difficult.  In some situations, 

dementia meant that I wondered if those I was speak-

ing with had any idea who I was or why I was there.  

But as I ended those visits by praying the Lord’s 

Prayer, I was, and continue to be amazed at how many 

of the ones I was visiting would start praying along 

with me.  They had lost much of what was important 

in their lives, but the Lord’s Prayer remained.  Its 

words still connected them to God, the heavenly par-

ent who continued to hold them with strong hands of 

love. 

 

Those voices in prayer, sometimes fragile and weak, 

have been a witness to me of how important the 

Lord’s Prayer is.  It is a sure and trusted friend whose 

words can serve as a guide in our lives as God’s chil-

dren each day of our lives.  I trust that Wednesday 

Worship during Lent will be a good opportunity to 

deepen our understanding and appreciation of this gift 

that Jesus has given us.
