Pastor Dwaineõs Column 

In this newsletter, you will see the faces of the many 

families and individuals who became members of Res-

urrection last month.  As this group met together for our 

orientation time, part of our conversation centered 

around what it was that made Resurrection the right 

church home for our new members. A common theme I 

heard was  that those joining our congregation have felt 

welcome among us.  Other people spoke of finding a 

place that felt like home.  I especially appreciated those 

who mentioned the fact that they experienced a message 

of God's love and grace in our worship. 

 

As I've been thinking about those comments that were 

shared, it has struck me that in many ways all of those 

comments are closely related.  Certainly, the central 

thing that we are about as a congregation is sharing the 

good news of Godôs love that comes to us through Jesus 

Christ.  My hope and prayer is that no one leaves one of 

our worship times without having heard and experienced 

that message. 

 

Yet, Iôm also convinced that the way that message is 

communicated is through people.  One of the ways that 

good news is shared is through words.  Thatôs why we 

have preachers and teachers who tell others about Jesus.

The Green Team continues to find ways to save our environment and care for Godôs creation.  We are well 

into planning rain gardens for our facility and would ask any to join us who would be interested in planning 

and maintaining our gardens. 

In addition we are always looking for ways to keep our congregation well informed about Green matters.  

We continue to meet about many important issues. 

 

Every Drop Counts! 

 

Install a rain barrel to catch rainfall and reuse it on your lawn. 

Use a thick layer of mulch around landscape plants and on bare soil surfaces-this reduces evaporation, 

promotes plant growth and reduces weeds. 

Use a broom instead of a hose to clean driveways and sidewalks. 

Update your plumbing: Fix leaky faucets and plumbing joints and install water-saving shower heads of 

flow restrictors.  Replace your five to seven gallon per flush toilet with a one and a half gallon, 

ultra-low flush model. 

Take shorter showers.
