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This month we begin WoW! (Worship on Wednesday)  

You will note that the schedule includes a meal, edu-

cation time for age 3 – grade 6, and worship.  The 

schedule also includes confirmation instruction and 

choir rehearsals that were previously scheduled on 

Wednesday evenings. 

 

This additional worship, fellowship and education op-

portunity grew out of our congregation’s visioning and 

planning process undertaken last year.  Because our 

sanctuary has often been close to capacity on Sundays, 

this provides additional space each week for people to 

worship in our congregation.  We also recognize that 

because many people are already here for Wednesday 

activities, including a worship opportunity on this day 

may also save extra trips to the church and allow peo-

ple to be better stewards of God’s gifts.  We also ex-

pect that this service will provide a good alternative 

for those who work or are out of town on Sunday 

mornings. 

 

We have heard several questions about this new 

Wednesday schedule, so I’ll respond to some of them 

here: 

¶ The lessons and sermon on Wednesdays will be 

the same as the previous Sunday. 

¶ Worship will include Holy Communion each 

week.  The music will be mostly contemporary in 

style.  (A worship team will lead each week.) 

¶ We are the planning the worship on Wednesdays 

to be 45 minutes in length. 

¶ The meal will be casual and simple, with a free-

will offering taken to cover costs. 

¶ During Lent, Wednesday services will be different 

than Sundays and will follow a theme as we have done 

in previous years. 

Children are asked to register for either Sunday School 

or WoW School (Wednesdays), but children may at-

tend whichever session works best each week.  We 

will be using the same curriculum for both Sundays 

and Wednesdays. 

 

I suspect there may be other questions as well.  Be 

sure to contact Pastor Linda or me for more informa-

tion.  Because so much of what we are doing is new, 

we expect that we will need to adjust and modify as 

we go along to make this the best ministry opportunity 

possible.  There are many opportunities to be involved 

on Wednesdays with the meal, education or worship.  

Please contact the church office if you would like to 

serve in this way. 

 

I am excited about this new opportunity to expand 

our congregation’s ministry and mission.  Many 

people have also shared their excitement about how 

WoW! will fit well with their families’ situation and 

schedule.  Please keep this new ministry in your 

prayers.

 These were the key verses upon which we built our trip 

to New Orleans for the National Youth Gathering-“Jesus, Jus-

tice, Jazz”.  We arrived in New Orleans expecting to be in-

spired by the speakers, to learn in the workshops, to feel the 

Spirit in worship, to serve in the name of Jesus’ but never did 

we expect to be blessed so incredibly by all of the experiences 

of our journey. 

 We are called to be the body of Christ to the world, and 

we try to be, but we did not expect to be so blessed in the serv-

ing and the experience of being the body in New Orleans.  I 

pray that each of us on the trip is changed and that in the telling 

of our story, others are changed as well, that we are blessed and 

that we are a blessing to others. 

So many have asked for a copy of the article that I read in wor-

ship on Sunday, August 9th, that it bears reprinting here:

Gratitude for the Lutheran teens who visited New Orleans 

The Kindness of Strangers 

 The end of July brought the biggest convention to town 

since Hurricane Katrina, but it wasn’t doctors, lawyers or other 

professionals.  In fact, it wasn’t even adults.  It was 37,000 

teenagers and their chaperones form the Evangelical Lutheran 

Church in America (ELCA), who filled hotels all over town for 

the 2009 ELCA Youth Gathering, which they called “Jesus, 

Justice and Jazz” 

 Besides their worship events at the Louisiana Super-

dome and the Ernest N. Morial Convention Center, the teens 

spent much of their five days in New Orleans performing some 

200 community service projects, including hosting a health fair 

in New Orleans City Park, building a two-mile hiking trail 

around the park’s Goat and Scout Islands and adding new 

plants to the Botanical Garden.  Elsewhere, they held reading 

fairs for children and painted and cleaned houses and schools.  

Some boarded buses and headed to the Falgout Canal marina to 

replant marsh grasses; others converged on Holt Cemetery to 

weed, seed, restore tombstones, and, in some cases, rebury the 

dead.  At the end of their busy days, many of them found time 

to donate blood to the Red Cross.  In all, our Lutheran visitors 

from all over the United States contributed a quarter of a 

million volunteer hours to the people of New Orleans – 

and, in many cases, thanked us for the chance to have done 

so. 

 We’re humbled.  Humbled at their generosity.  

Humbled at the sight of so many young people travelling so 

far to do so much hard work during their summer vacation.  

Humbled that the “Katrina fatigue” felt by so many Ameri-

cans was replaced, for a few days, with an enthusiasm even 

some of us find hard to muster some days.  Regardless of 

your faith, or lack thereof, these excited young volunteers 

were an inspiration, and just one of them accomplished 

more good than all the preachers and politicians in the 

world who saw Katrina as either perverse justice or crass 

opportunity. 

 Among the many small moments of grace between 

our young guests and the locals came last weekend at 

Betsy’s Pancake House in Mid-City, which had its usual 

mix of Sunday morning regulars – sleepy folks with Satur-

day night faces and regal African-American church women 

n their Sunday finery.  Into Betsy’s dining room came nine 

teenagers, led by a pastor and two chaperones, looking 

friendly but shy and a bit out of place.  Tables were rear-

ranged; coffee was brought.  The waitress, with little 

prompting, welcomed them and told them the tale of the 

coffee shop during Katrina.  The kids were more curious 

about grits.  They opted for white toast instead. 

 “We could have gone to Burger King, but we saw 

this and wanted to eat at a place with neighborhood peo-

ple,” said the pastor, the Rev. Dr. Brian W. Armen, shaking 

hands with people who approached their table.  He and his 

flock were from Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church in 

Johnston, Penn.  None of them had been to New Orleans 

before. 

 Then, the waitress laid a $20 bill on the table.  

“That man who just left paid for some of your breakfast,” 

she said, and within a couple of minutes bills were being 

passed to the visitors form around the room - $10 here, $20 

there, and the pastor’s wife began to cry, saying “Thank 

you,” to which the morning regulars replied, “No, thank 

you.” 

 How do you thank someone for helping rebuild 

your city?  It’s a question with which we’ve all wrestled 

during the past four years, and the answer is “You can’t.  

But the simple act of buying a stranger a breakfast said 

“Thank you” in myriad ways: Thank you for coming.  

Thank you for caring.  Thank you for your sweat and your 

optimism, for your curiosity and bravery in travelling to a 

place so unlike your own home.  And when many in the 

rest of the country seem to have “gotten over” Katrina and 

can’t understand why we can’t, perhaps the real message 

was: Thank you for not forgetting. 

 Most of all, thank you for reminding New Orleans 

– a city that’s so dependent on the kindness of strangers – 

that there still are people in this world who come to town 

and leave behind things more valuable than overflowing 

cash registers.

Over ninety percent of the 

money donated goes towards hunger relief.  Seventy three percent goes directly to international hunger 

relief and development.  Ten percent flows to hunger education and ten percent to domestic hunger work.  

Less than ten percent goes to administrative costs, fund raising, and communication.  The ELCA has de-

veloped  a program that uses the strategies of relief, development, education, and advocacy to address 

and solve the underlying causes of hunger around the world. 

 

ELCA World Hunger Appeal donations help run a variety of programs.  The ELCA disaster response 

brings quick relief and long lasting programs to areas devastated by natural disasters.  In 2005 over $27 

million was funneled to the gulf coast storm victims to help fund a multiyear response to that disaster.  

Stand with Africa helps fight AIDS/HIV, eliminate hunger, and establish peace in African communities.  

A small village in Peru was able to get the $7000 they needed to invest in a reservoir and irrigation sys-

tem.  The Global Barnyard program provides farm animals and training to needy families around the 

world.  The animals provide a natural source of food and income for the families that receive them.  

These programs and many more do God’s work using our hands.
